Starting in the 2009-2010 academic year, the definition of an "independent student" will be expanded to include any applicant who has been verified during the school year in which the application is submitted as either:

· An unaccompanied youth who is a homeless child or youth, as such terms are defined in section 725 of the McKinney- Vento Homeless Assistance Act ; or 

· An unaccompanied youth who is at risk of homelessness and is also self-supporting. 

Critical Definitions:

· McKinney-Vento and CCRAA Definition of Homelessness: Children who lack a fixed, regular, and adequate nighttime residence which includes 

· living in shelters, motels, or cars OR 

· temporarily living with other people because the applicant had no where else to go. 

· Unaccompanied Youth : A youth not in the physical custody of a parent or guardian who also meets the definition of homeless . "Youth" means that the applicant (student) is 21 years of age or younger OR that the applicant is still enrolled in high school as of the day he/she completes the FAFSA. Applicants between the ages of 21-24 who otherwise meet all other criteria, should contact the Office of Scholarships and Financial Aid for more information. 

· "Verified During the school year in which the application is submitted" : At this time, we understand that this provision refers to the student's status at the time he / she completes the Free Application for Federal Student Aid ("FAFSA") . 

Verification Requirements: 

Students who apply for assistance as an unaccompanied youth who is a homeless child or youth, as such terms are defined in section 725 of the McKinney- Vento Homeless Assistance Act should be able to provide documentation of their status from 

1. A local educational agency("LEA") homeless liaison, designated pursuant to 722(g)(1)J)(ii) of the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act;
